Pueblo Rangers Scholarship Committee

The purpose of the Scholarship Committee is to oversee the awarding of
scholarship funds and to ensure their timely and fair distribution. The committee
is charged with publicizing and soliciting applications and making decisions based

The Volunteer Coordinator will serve as the Chair Person of this committee

o0 The committee will meet at least 4 times per year and will report to the Pueblo Rangers
Board of Directors. At least one representative from this committee will attend these 4
required board meetings per year (February, May, August, November).

o The committee will manage the needs-based Lucas Johnston Memorial Scholarship Fund and
will develop and manage a high School Senior Scholarship Fund

o0 The committee members will be in charge of actively seeking scholarship funds through
fundraising and club events.

0 The committee will be responsible to updating the Lucas Johnston Memorial Scholarship
Application prior to the Spring Soccer season, each year and will get board approval at the
annual meeting of the members in December for any updates (if needed).

0 The committee will be responsible for updating the High School Senior Scholarship
application each year, prior to the Spring Soccer Season and will get board approval in
December, at the annual meeting of the members, for any updates (if needed).

0 The committee will review applications and offer scholarships, based on dollars that are
available.

o0 The committee will be responsible for managing the volunteer commitment component of the
Lucas Johnston Memorial Scholarship Program.
